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Abstract

The middle decades of the fourteenth century were particularly
difficult decades for the Crusades. The Crusades played a pivotal role
in what we today call political life: the popes used the Crusades as an
opportunity and justification for widespread papal intervention in
temporal affairs, and secular rulers used them to seek... To achieve
their own interests. The Crusades launched by the popes in the
fourteenth century were mainly fought by professional warriors
supported by huge sums of money from church taxes, and sometimes
supported by successful missionary campaigns by granting
indulgences. The Crusade carried out by Bishop Henry Spencer of
Norwich in 1383 against Flanders was encouraged by Pope Urban VI,
as a movement directed against the supporters of Pope Clement VII.

Pope Urban VI issued a decree declaring the Crusade against
Flanders, and granted Henry Spencer extraordinary powers to
accomplish his mission. The English King Richard Il encouraged this
campaign. The campaign won popular support throughout England.
Although Henry Spencer entered a number of cities in Flanders, he
ultimately failed to capture Ypres.

This campaign, as some said, was a journey for plunder and
plunder, and it carried within it failure and defeat. The leaders of the
campaign, led by Henry Spencer, were primarily concerned with not
supporting the Pope, but plundering, plundering, destruction, and
obtaining money and spoils. As for the Pope, he was only thinking
about his personal interests, far from the interests of the Christian
people who trusted him as a cleric.
